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PERU Field ReportðOur team has just recently returned from Peru where we served the 

women of Project Restoration at the Nancy Cole Womenôs Home, a home for abused, abandoned, 

and/or women who have come from a life of drug and alcohol addiction. Many have been sold or 

have been the property of prostitution rings.  So, you can imagine the many needs that they come to 

the home with.  The biggest need is emotional and spiritual healing.  Our team spent the week doing 

crafts and teaching the Beth Moore Bible Study, ñOut of the Pitò, teaching the women the way they 

can live lives of victory and purpose in Jesus Christ.   In addition to teaching, our team painted a 

mural on the outside walls of the home.  For many years, the gangs in the area had control of the wall 

by constantly painting graffiti on it.  The director of the home, Pastor Lilliam, had expressed to us on 

one occasion that if a Christian message or picture could be put on the wall, that the gangs would no 

longer paint the wall.  So armed with paint brushes and the leading of the Lord, our team painted a 

message.  It was amazing to see throughout the week the painting and the message unfold and the 

community respond.  We believe it is a message not only to the community, but to the girls living 

inside the home of His great love for them.  You see there are many ways to serve Him...to be His 

hands and feet.  There are many ways to spread the message of the gospel.  Come join us next year 

and see how you can be used of God to make a difference!
